The school staff completed a survey about our
*55. school last month. The overall results were very

positive. The staff shared they feel part of the
school community and stated they are intrinsically rewarded for
doing their jobs well. They agreed the school has a strong
Christian community, and that they work with respectful staff. The
staff acknowledged the administration functions effectively as
spiritual and instructional leaders. Teachers are sometimes
challenged working with special-needs students from a lack of
school staff or resources. The staff agreed the Catholic faith is
clearly a priority.

The teachers felt
communication among administration, faculty, and parents is
above average.
