He studied Theology at
the University of Toulouse and was ordained a
priest in 1600. The works of St. Vincent de Paul were numerous.
His service to God extended to all classes of people, from
forsaken children to the elderly. His aim was to assist the poor
and reform the clergy. Vince

remained deeply rooted in the virtues of humility and charity.
Vincent is known as the Apostle of Charity. He died in Paris,
France at the age of 80. His feast day is September 27th and he
is the patron saint of charitable causes.
